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Pastoral Ponderings 

 

Every Sunday we pray together.  On many recent Sundays, you have shared concerns related to the 

election, which is almost upon us.   This campaign season has been 

called “unprecedented” in many ways.  We are troubled by hostility 

and crude language and outright lies.  We are distressed by violence 

incited at campaign events and the possibility of more violence after 

the next president is elected, no matter who that person is 

determined to be.    On a more personal level, some of us have 

experienced a rift in relationship with friends and family members 

when political conversations got too hot and less than civil words 

were exchanged.  I hear many expressions of fear -- fear about who 

will be elected, fear of how people will respond during and after 

voting, fear for the future of our church, our nation, our children.  

And I remember again that the angels’ messages always start with “Do not be afraid.”   

 

Ken Sehested is known among us as the founding director of the Baptist Peace Fellowship of North 

America.  These days he is one of the pastors at Circle of Mercy in Asheville, NC.  He recently said, 

“Not every fearful moment is holy, but holy moments are almost always scary.”  I guess it remains to be 

seen whether this election will be a holy moment, or just a scary one.  Ken also blogs at 

prayerandpolitiks.org.  In September, he curated a special edition with many good thoughts about fear 

and courage.  I share a few of them below in the hopes that in these words we will hold fast to the love 

of Jesus, remembering that there there is no fear in love for perfect love casts out fear.

History of White Cross 

For generations, American Baptists’ helping hands have been reaching out to people in 

need.  During World War I, church women assisted the American Red Cross by providing 

surgical dressings, bandages and other medical supplies for U.S. service personnel.  As 

they met these needs, the women became convinced that similar methods would be of 

great help in the work of Christian mission.  In 1919, following the end of the war, two 

American Baptist women from Cleveland, Ohio, organized the White Cross Service 

League, channeling the war effort into support for Baptist mission. 

 

Through the years, American Baptist women have provided leadership to this ministry.  

Men, youth and children as well as entire church congregations have embraced White 

Cross and are eager to participate in this ministry by filling specific requests from 

missionaries and international partners.  Urgently-needed supplies that cannot be 

purchased with limited mission budgets are provided through those gifts received during 

the year.  

 

The importance of White Cross remains, and the need for both funds and material goods is 

greater than ever.  White Cross continues ot meet both physical and spiritual needs around 

the world.  Through God’s grace, White Cross continues to bless those who give, those 

who serve and those who receive.
